Husbands and wives should complete separate
forms. In order for us to consider your application, we must receive all of the following information:

1. COMPLETED APPLICATION FORM, including signatures and all requested information. Please type
or print clearly with black or blue ink. Use a separate sheet of paper when needed.

2. NON-REFUNDABLE APPLICATION FEE of $35.00 per person, $50.00 per couple/family (must be US
funds in the form of a check or money order only, no cash).

3. RECENT PHOTOGRAPH OF YOURSELF attached to the upper right hand corner of the application
form.

b) one of your supervisors in Y WAM

Statement of Purpose

Youth With A Mission is an international movement of Christians from many denominations
dedicated to presenting Jesus Christ personally to this generation, to mobilizing as many as possible
to help in this task, and to the training and equipping of believers to do their part in fulfilling the
Great Commission. As citizens of God's Kingdom, we are called to love, worship and obey our
Lord, to love and serve His Body, the Church, and to present the whole Gospel for the whole person
throughout the whole world.

We of Youth With A mission believe that the Bible is God's inspired and authoritative Word,
revealing that Jesus Christ is God's Son, that man is created in God's image, that He created us to
have eternal life through Jesus Christ, and although men have fallen short of God's glory, God has
made salvation possible through the death on the cross and resurrection of Jesus Christ, that
repentance, faith, love and obedience are fitting responses to God's initiative of grace toward us, that
God desires all men to be saved and to come to the knowledge of the truth, and that the Holy Spirit's
power is demonstrated in and through us for the accomplishing of Christ's last commandment, “Go
ye into all the world and preach the Gospel to every creature...” (Mark 16:15 KJV)

We of Youth With A Mission participated in the 1974 International Congress of World
Evangelism held in Lausanne, Switzerland. We affirm and are signers of the Lausanne Covenant,
the statement of faith, which was drawn up at that time.

As a ministry, we stress Christ as the basis of our unity. Each person is free to share his/her
views when asked or when others want to discuss them, but we feel it is important that this be done
in love and without pressuring others to believe a certain way. We give freedom for diversity of
doctrinal beliefs, as long as there is clear understanding of 1 Corinthians 15:3-4 “For what I received
I passed on to you as of first importance: that Christ died for our sins according to the scriptures,
that he was buried and that he was raised on the third day according to the scriptures...”

Although we are committed to placing each individual in his/her area of interest and calling,
one may be asked to serve for a period of time in an area of need.
